The first piece played at the June meeting was Ain’t Never Satie-sfied, a light hearted parody by John Hawkes, subtitled (A Very Cheap Imitation), based on the well-known Gymnopédie No 1, written in 1888 by the French composer and pianist Erik Satie. 

A more modern work followed, in the form of Alan Bullard’s North Sea Sketches, although based on traditional naval tunes, commissioned for Suffolk Branch on the occasion of the 2010 National Festival.  Beginning with the first movement, entitled In Harbour, comprising three varied sections: The Boatman, Chelsea Reach and the spirited Steamboat Quickstep, members moved on to the second, entitled Lament, containing the gentle All Things Are Quite Silent, and ended by playing the third passage, Ocean Waves, after tea.  The first two lively movements, Bold Nelson’s Praise and The Bay of Biscay, preceded the serene Spanish Ladies, with the well-known What shall We Do With the Drunken Sailor? providing the boisterous finale. 
There was just time at the end of the afternoon for a step back to the Renaissance era with two contrasting items from the Danserye, a suite of popular dance tunes which was first published in Antwerp in 1551.  Written and arranged by the composer Tielman Susato, who is thought to have been born in either Soest in north-west Germany, or a town of the same name in the central Netherlands region, the pensive Ronde II Mon Amy (number 14 of the collection), was followed by the toe-tapping rhythm of number 23, Les Quatre Branles.
