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The  first piece played at the September meeting was Sheila Richards’s arrangement of Simple Gifts, written in the nineteenth century by the American songwriter and author Joseph Brackett, who was an elder of the religious sect known as the Shakers.  The melody also became popular in the nineteen sixties when it was used as the basis for Lord of the Dance by the English poet, songwriter and folk musician Sydney Carter.  After this, members played the sixteenth century composer Clement Woodcock’s sprightly Hackney, and the first half ended with Recorderumba, an energetic Latin rhythm-based tune written by another English musician, Andy Meyers, in 2012.        

After tea, there was more contemporary music, with two movements, numbers one and four, 
Off-Beat Overture and Unwilling Waltz from Leeds-born Christopher Ball’s Divertimento suite, and the afternoon ended with Schiarazula Marazula, a dance tune evoking the sounds of street music, by the sixteenth century Flemish bookseller, printer and music publisher Pierre Phalèse
