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There was a festive theme throughout the November meeting, beginning with the old German Christmas carol Es Ist Ein Ros’ Entsprungen (Winter Rose) by the late sixteenth / early seventeenth century German composer Michael Praetorius, which was published in 1603.  Members then moved on to Marg Hall’s Three Polish Carols suite, commencing with Today in Bethlehem (Dzisiaj w Betlejem), followed by Little Baby Jesus (Jezus Malusienki) and ending with In the Quiet Night (Wsrod Nocnej Ciszy), before tackling Pastorale, the last movement of Concerto Grosso in G Minor, Op 6, No 8, known commonly as the Christmas Concerto, by the mid-seventeenth / early eighteenth century Italian composer Arcangelo Corelli, published posthumously in 1714.  The last piece played before tea was the traditional English carol Deck the Halls, Version 2, arranged by the German composer Ralf Behrens.  This was originally based on a Welsh melody dating from the sixteenth century that belonged to a winter carol entitled Nos Galan, subsequently having English words written in 1862 by the Scottish musician, artist and author Thomas Oliphant.   
After tea, practice resumed on Deck the Halls, following which attention was again focused on Pastorale, before the afternoon concluded with a reprise of The Quiet Night.
