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The January meeting opened with Stanley Taylor’s arrangement of Capriol Suite composed by Peter Warlock in 1926, comprising six contrasting movements based on Renaissance dance tunes:  
Basse-Danse (allegro moderato in D minor), followed by Pavane (allegretto, ma un poco lento), Tordion (con moto) and Bransles (presto) all in G minor, with Pieds-en-L’Air (andante tranquillo in 

G major) and Mattachins [Sword Dance] (allegro con brio in F major) completing the set.  
Practice on this work continued after tea, and was followed by Six Consorts for Four Recorders by English, French, Italian and Spanish Composers, arranged and edited by Carl Dolmetsch.  This began with Greensleeves, the well-known anonymous traditional English folk song dating from around the sixteenth century, after which the lively Gavota and Vaudeville, two further uncredited tunes, composed slightly later in about 1600, were played, both found in Harmonie Universelle (Universal Harmony) compiled by the French scholar and music theorist Marin Mersenne, which was published in Paris in 1636.  The next two pieces in this set were of Italian origin, firstly the vibrant Hor Che Vezzosa e Bella, (literal translation Now How Charming and Beautiful) by the late Renaissance/early Baroque composer of the Roman School, Felice Anerio, followed by 
La Verginella, another anonymous air from the sixteenth century.  The final arrangement was Fantasy, written by the blind sixteenth century Spanish composer Antonio de Cabezón, which brought the afternoon’s playing to a melodious close.
