To a Wild Rose, the first movement of Woodland Sketches by the American composer Edward MacDowell, published in 1896, opened the September meeting, after which there was further practise on Steve Marshall’s Northumberland Suite, comprising Lavender’s Blue, Bonny at Morn and Dance to Your Daddy.  After tea, members played the effervescent Pops und Drops, the eponymous second movement of the suite composed in 2007 by German-born Hans Joachim Teschner, before concluding as they began, with music from across the Atlantic. Robin Beaton’s arrangement of The Teddy Bears’ Picnic, written in 1907 by John Walter Bratton, depicted an occasion where there would also almost certainly be soft fizzy drinks on the menu.
