Keeping the festive season in mind, we moved on to Music for a Medieval Banquet, a collection of four contrasting  pieces comprising Bring on the Meal, Roast Boar Bourrée, Mead Minuet and Jester’s Jig, by the renowned clarinettist, composer, author and educator Paul Harris, purchased whilst on a recent half-term visit to Oxford.  The first part of the afternoon ended with another of David Moses’s settings, this time entitled Whisper Who Dares, a suite of three children’s poems written by A A Milne in 1924, included in his anthology When We Were Very Young, and published with music by Harold Fraser in 1927.  Commencing with Vespers, playing resumed after tea with Halfway Up the Stairs and concluded with the rousing They’re Changing Guard at Buckingham Palace.  There was just time to include a final arrangement by David Moses, It Never Entered My Mind, from the 1940 musical Higher and Higher, penned by Richard Rogers and Lorenz Hart.
