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The April meeting began with music from the late seventeenth century as members played Two Easy Consorts by the English Baroque composer and organist Jeremiah Clarke, in Helen Hooker’s arrangement for The Easy Recorder Playing for Adults Course at Holthorpe Hall in July 2012.  West Country Suite by Eileen Silcocks followed, the contrasting Keys of Canterbury, The Cuckoo and The Coasts of High Barbary being flanked by the invigorating Heave Away comprising both the first and fifth movements.
 Attention then turned to three tunes under the collective heading of Mountain Dew I Trad.: 
Lady Madeline Sinclair, Orange and Blue and The Keel Row. 
After tea, Paul Clark’s setting of Blow the Wind Southerly, the traditional Northumbrian folk song, brought another breath of sea air, preceding Royal Wind Music by the late sixteenth/early seventeenth century composer John Adson, which provided a change of scene to the court of King Charles I.  Before the afternoon ended, there was just time to fit in Andy Meyers’s 2012 toe-tapping composition Recorderumba.
